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The Wrinkles Of Our Souls 
By Mike Riley


In today’s society, many folks are trying to reverse the aging process. Those with 
wrinkles get facelifts, while others have injections to remove unwanted facial lines. 
Behind this current trend is the notion that an aging face is unacceptable. 
But not everyone feels that way. An elderly woman being interviewed on television was 
asked, “Do you like your face?” She responded with conviction, “I love my face! It’s the 
face God gave me, and I accept it happily.” 
In Psalm 139:1-24, David expressed the conviction that his entire being was fashioned 
by God and therefore is worthy of acceptance. He prayed, “I will praise You, for I am 
fearfully and wonderfully made” (Psalm 139:14). He also believed that God fashioned all 
the days of his life (Psalm 139:16). 
Instead of fighting a losing battle against our waning youthful appearance, we should 
concentrate on cultivating inner qualities that last forever. One key attribute is a lifelong 
faith in God, who reassures His people: “Even to your old age …. and even to gray hairs I 
will carry you!” (Isaiah 46:4). 
One writer wrote: “Time may wrinkle the skin, but worry, doubt, hate, and the loss of 
ideals wrinkle the soul.” Let us note that if we gracefully accept the passing of years in 
faithful obedience, God will smooth out the wrinkles of our souls (1 John 1:7-9). 

Sharing The Marvelous Wonder Of God’s Grace

In Romans 6:1-2, Paul speaks directly to some folks who were obviously exploiting God’s 
grace: 
“Shall we continue in sin [keep on sinning] that grace may abound?” 
He gives a concise answer: “Certainly not!” [“May it never be!” – Romans 6:2 NASB] and 
uses an analogy that starkly contrasts death and life: 
“How shall we who died to sin live any longer in it?” (Romans 6:2). 
No resurrected Christian from the watery grave of baptism, should be longing to engage 
in sin (Romans 6:6). 
However, Jude warns us that it is possible to “change the grace of our God into a license 
for immorality” (Jude 4 NIV). 
The devil deceives us regarding the wages of sin (Romans 6:23), in that sin does not 
always “appear” to have the stench of death about it (note all of the beer 
advertisements). In fact, sin can be downright appealing (James 5:5; cf. Hebrews 11:25). 
Paul recognized this fact, so he instructs us to: 
“Reckon yourselves to be dead indeed to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus our Lord,” 
and “Do not let sin reign in your mortal body, that you should obey it in its lusts” 
(Romans 6:11-12). 
If we truly grasp the marvelous wonder of God’s grace for each one of us (Romans 5), 
we will spend our days sharing it with others (2 Timothy 2:1-2) — never exploiting it.
